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INTRODUCTION

The conference will engage with the challenging but very important question of how
heritage can be used in order to move towards a more sustainable future. We will
discuss how different fields within the heritage sector may have different approaches
to the future. Instead of seeing the future as an abstract and distant entity we will aim
for an approach which highlights how the future is continuously shaped by our
present-day actions. From the perspective of heritage management, the future can
be seen as a result of institutionalized practices within the sector. In other words:
heritage shapes futures! Therefore, informed future-perspectives will benefit the
heritage sector: it will prepare the sector to meet other demands and expectations
that a different future will place on heritage, and — ideally — make the sector an active
creator of a more sustainable future. However, in order for this to happen, discussions
and exchanges of ideas and perspectives are necessary.

We are approaching sustainable futures from the 17 Global Goals for Sustainable
Development as listed in UN’s Agenda 2030, which involves building an inclusive,
diverse and just society. The conference will include three main sub-themes: B o
1.) Conflict resolution through dissonant heritage, 2.) Creating a future of diversity b
through heritage and 3.) heritage and climate change. These three sub-themes are
selected because they engage with pivotal points within the Global Goals for
Sustainable Development: i.e. Climate Action; Peace, Justice and Strong Institutions

as well as Reduced Inequalities. The conference will host speakers from universities,
museums, archives as well as pedagogics in order to reach a broad and diverse
discussion. It will also initiate workshops in which each participant will be actively
contributing. It is our aim to create an inclusive, engaging and forward-oriented meeting!

She is also a Docent in Contemporary Historical Archaeology at the
University of Oulu in Finland (appointed September 2019). Her research
includes longstanding interests in archaeological and heritage-based
approaches to understanding political imprisonment and post-conflict
Northern Ireland and the colonial Caribbean. She is currently leading
the research project Enduring Materialities of Colonialism: temporality,

: k The years from 2012-2023 have been designated a ‘decade of commemoration’ in Ireland,
a country that has long been impacted by conflict and conflicting ideas about the past and T
its relationship with the present. This has been a particularly interesting period for heritage
practitioners and researchers in terms of assessing how able the states, their populations
and diasporas have been able to confront and even redirect dissonant public memory
across the island. The presentation will focus attention on the significance of material
remains intimately connected to conflict — especially prisons - and their long histories of
representing dissonant views about the past. The presentation will allow for some
reflections on the potential and limits of dissonant heritage at varying points in post-conflict
societies.

Laura McAtackney (fil.dr) - Langsiktiga perspektiv pa motstridiga

Dr. ViSnja Kisi¢ - Moving from the ghettoisation
of conflicts: heritage dissonance in agonistic politics
and pluralistic societies

Visnja Kisi¢ is a researcher, educator and practitioner in heritage

and museum field, whose work focuses on relations between heritage,
contemporary politics, societal issues and identities. She is Assistant
Professor at the Faculty of Sport and Tourism, and at UNESCO

Chair MA in Cultural Policy and Management Belgrade, and visiting
professor at universities in Beijing, Lyon, Casablanca. She has worked
in several museums, has acted as Secretary General of Europa
Nostra in Serbia and has led projects, trainings, lectures and research
in over 20 countries in Europe, Africa, Asia and South America.

She will approach the topic of conflict resolution through heritage by IR
departing from what is usually thought of as dissonant, difficult or e g
contested heritage. She will show how these concepts act to ghettoize
heritage conflicts to particular times, places and sites, making it unable
to address wider politics and conflicts entangled with heritage.

She will argue for using the concept of heritage dissonance as to address broad issues of
latent conflicts, silenced voices and epistemic injustices embedded not only in heritage of
wars and conflicts, but in heritage that is deemed “normal” or unproblematic. This wider
understanding of heritage politics and dissonance embedded in it, opens deeper ground for
mediating conflicts in pluralist societies.

Anders Hansson och Peter Ladan - The Dead Fall,
World Heritage and UN:s sustainable development goals

Anders Hansson is an archaeologlst and historian with Iong experlence of heritage - —
management and working with tourism and development of tourist attractions in the &, Tt
Jamtland region.

Peter Ladan has a background of many years in the global business arena with a competence

In the current times of climate change and the search for
sustainable solutions for mankind, there is a lot to learn from the case of the Dead Fall.
The starting-point for this process is UN’s global goals for sustainable development where
the situation today is compared with the 18th century. The work is part of an attempt to e
nominate the Dead Fall as a World Heritage site.

Jienny Gillerstedt, curator at the Bohuslan museum in Uddevalla,
Sweden will present the production process behind the exhibition
RE:USE!. The theme of the exhibition was garbage and the
exhibition was made with 100% recycled materials. The exhibition
takes the question of “What is garbage?” as its starting-point and
investigates how garbage has been handled through history and
how we can tackle it today and tomorrow. The exhibition process ¥
was done as a research project together with the department of e
growth at the Uddevalla municipality, where 3D printers were used =
to create exhibition objects out of locally collected garbage.

Social sustainability was also a key concept in the development of the exhibition, where
participation and democratic methods formed the basis of the curation process. Therefore
200 children and youth between 5-21 years old took part in shaping the exhibition in order

for them to own the questions regarding their present day and future. Gillerstedt will in her
presentation share the museum’s experiences with rethinking how to look at the sustainability
of the exhibition itself, working in a research project, and involving the target group in the
curation process.
